ABOUT THE SCHEME

Northumberland High Sheriff's Award Scheme makes annual awards in

recognition of groups in the community who encourage useful and beneficial

pursuits for young people, helping them to be upstanding citizens and

hopefully avoid criminal activities.

WHO CAN APPLY?

Awards are made to voluntary and community groups and registered charities working in Northumberland.  The project must involve work with children and young people aged 10 to 25 years old.  The application must show what the organisation does to steer young people away from crime and anti-social behaviour.

You do not need to ask for a specific amount of funding. These are awards (not grants) towards a particular piece of work or project costs. 

Successful applicants will be invited to an award ceremony in Spring 2012.  At the event two young people involved with the project will be asked to receive their group’s certificate from the High Sheriff.
